Students are also invited to interact with various stakeholders, from
principals, senior teachers, to administrative staff, so that they understand the dynamics of school management more
comprehensively. In its implementation, students are placed in partner schools to undergo field work practices. They are not only
responsible for managing the classroom, but are also involved in the overall school management process, such as budgeting,
managing facilities, and developing extracurricular programs. Through this program, students are expected to develop the
leadership, communication, and problem solving skills needed in the role of an education manager. This direct experience is an
important foundation in preparing them for roles in education, both as teachers and as school administrators in the future.

2. CPL yang dibebankan pada mata kuliah adalah beberapa capaian pembelajaran lulusan program studi (CPL-Prodi)
yang digunakan untuk pembentukan/pengembangan sebuah mata kuliah yang terdiri dari aspek sikap, ketrampulan
umum, ketrampilan khusus dan pengetahuan.
