Notes
1. Learning Outcomes of Study Program Graduates (PLO - Study Program) are the abilities possessed by each Study

11. The assessment weight  is the percentage of assessment of each sub-PO achievement whose size is proportional to the level

of difficulty of achieving that sub-PO, and the total is 100%.
