Program Obijectives (PO) are abilities that are specifically described from the PLO assigned to a course, and are specific to the study material or learning materials for that
course.

Subject Sub-PO (Sub-PO) is a capability that is specifically described from the PO that can be measured or observed and is the final ability that is planned at each learning
stage, and is specific to the learning material of the course.
